09:00
Diepkloof Ext


Diepkloof Ext as part of Soweto is an upmarket residential area which came about in the early 1990’s. It’s an area distinguishing Soweto from the old to the new look in contrast to popular belief that Soweto is like a shanty place with only the shacks, this part of Soweto shows the residential developmental advancement. The tour takes you passed the hostels build originally for single migrant men who worked in the mining and a device for dividing families in the Apartheid era. Experience a city within a city in the biggest township in Africa.

10:30
Chris Hani Baragwanath Hospital


The largest hospital in the Southern hemisphere situated on the hillside of Soweto giving the tourist that perfect view of Soweto’s landscape. Formerly a military hospital, now the busiest and with a general referrals from hospitals from even outside of the South African borders. The taxi rank borders the hospital with taxis that could take you to almost anywhere in SA. The biggest market in Soweto is also around the hospital.                                                


10:00
Motsoaledi Informal Settlement


One of the 1% informal settlements left in Soweto as a result of the Government’s effort to eradicate squatter and informal settlements. With little or no proper sanitation, electricity life in this area is hard as most of it’s residents are unemployed.


10:30
Walter Sisulu Square of Dedication (Freedom Square) was


an open field where in 1955 the country’s political parties (known as Congress of People) came together to draft what formed part of the basic principles of today’s SA Constitution and the “declaration of human rights”. The area also host the biggest shopping mall in the Southern hemisphere.

11:00
Regina Mundi Church


The church is known for it’s role in the political struggle against Apartheid in the 70’s and early 80’s. Used by the students and political parties as a gathering venue and a hiding place to plan their political way forward. It hosts the Black Madonna and the Child paintings.

11:45
Vilakazi Street



The only street in the world to host two “Nobel Peace Price” winners and famous for the political role it played during the 1976 student protestations against the use of Afrikaans as the medium of instruction in schools. The Mandela House where he stayed before he was detained in 1963 after the Rivonia Trials, the world renowned Arch-Bishop Desmond Tutu’s house and the Hector Pieterson Memorial also in the same street. 

12:15
Hector Pieterson Museum


The museum displays video footage and photographs of the scenes during the students uprisings in the 70’s and the townships  around Johannesburg including Soweto and Sharpeville that took to the streets protesting against pass laws amongst others. The entrance is built with stones with symbolism to the lives lost in the struggle for democracy.
